On August 8, 2023, wildfires on the Hawaiian island of Maui began to move toward its northwest
coast where the town of Lahaina is located. High winds propelled the fires to cause damage to
buildings, houses, and various power sources. Houses were burned in a matter of minutes, failing
fire hydrants hindered rescue attempts by local fire departments as the water pressure was
continually lost due to pipes melting within the burning buildings, and many residents became
trapped by the raging inferno and could not evacuate the island. After eight days, the wildfires
were finally contained. Considered one of the deadliest wildfires in U.S. history, over 110 people
died with around 400 others declared missing.

In efforts to provide healing and remembrance, many Lahaina poets and painters (mostly middle

and high school students) created artistic works about their traumatic experiences in the wildfires
and finding hepe afterward.

*On repeat, SOLO sings melody (Soprano line) at the written tempo and dynamics. Simulatneously, choir members sing
their respecive voice parts at a slower tempo than the soloist and at a different tempo than their neighbors. This should
create a cacophony of warm choral sounds. When the SOLO reaches measure 23, the choir sounds fade away to nothing.
After a slight pause, the choir continues to measure 25 and finishes the movement.
